Course Description and Objectives
This course is a natural continuation of STA 2023. The sequence of courses STA 2023-3024 provides students with a firm foundation in the basics of applied statistical methods. Using the knowledge gained from these courses, students should be able to  summarize data in a proper way and make statistically sound and scientifically meaningful decisions based on that data. STA 3024 focuses on the following four topics:
1. Analysis of Variance to compare three or more population means

2. Inference for Regression, covering simple linear and multiple regression analysis.
3. Analysis of Contingency Tables to study the relationship between two categorical variables.

4. Nonparametric Statistics that do not require response variable to necessarily follow a Normal distribution.

Text  : Alan Agresti and Chris Franklin, Statistics: The Art and Science of Learning from Data, Pearson Prentice Hall, 2009.
Prerequisites : STA 2023, which covered chapters 1 – 10 of the above text i.e

· Graphical and Numerical descriptive measures. 

· Concepts of correlation and regression.

· Basic probability concepts, random variables and sampling distributions.

· Large and small sample confidence intervals and significance

           tests for parameters associated with a single population and for comparison     

           of two populations. 
The main concepts from STA 2023 will be reviewed along the way as the course progresses. 
Lecture Notes will be posted on the course webpage usually a day or two before the class. You should print out the notes and bring them to class to save yourself some writing. The notes will be incomplete with some blanks. By the end of the class you should have filled out the blanks and will thus have a complete set of notes which can be reviewed later as needed. 
Announcements for the course, and other relevant information will be posted on the course website. You should check the announcement page ATLEAST twice everyday to keep yourself updated on what’s going on.

Course Structure : The final grade in the course will be based on performance on homework assignments and 3 exams : 
Homeworks :  Some homework assignments will be given out throughout the semester containing a few problems from the chapters just finished. The homework assignments will be posted on the course webpage along with the due dates. You should write down the solutions clearly and submit it on the assigned date to get credits. Late homeworks maybe accepted but will be penalized. You may discuss the assignments with your classmates but copying from someone else will be considered cheating and will be dealt with accordingly.  

Suggested Homework Problems will appear on the website as the course progresses. They will help you master the material but will not be collected. I highly recommend working through the problems as preparation for the exam
